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As representatives of Youth Ministry in the New England Synod ELCA, we commit ourselves to this camp-out in the
following ways:

1. We will be responsible and show respect to the event planners and participants by attending all scheduled
programming activities in body, mind, and spirit. Advisors will be aware of the youth in their care at all times
and will be mindful of everyone attending the event.

2. We will be responsible for our conduct and will not use alcoholic beverages or other drugs. Such use is
inappropriate and potentially dangerous behavior and it will result in immediate action by your advisor and the
planning committee.

3. We will show respect for others in all ways so our behavior does not make anyone feel uncomfortable.

4. We agree to be on our campsite by 10:30 PM, and to observe quiet time from 11:00 PM until 7:00 AM. We will
respect other campers and show them courtesy. After dark, all youth will travel to rest rooms with a same
gender buddy to ensure the safety of all.

5. We will stay within the boundaries of Park Area 1 during the entire weekend. The exception is Saturday during
free time 1:00-3:00 PM when youth are permitted to walk to the beach accompanied by an adult. Driving to
the beach is prohibited. (Cars must stay at the campsite at all times.)

This covenant is in place to ensure the safety of all campers. As a sign of our commitment to our task and to one
another, we agree to adhere to this covenant.
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
